THE HISTORIC SO0 LINE

RAILROAD DEPOT

The Historic Soo Line Railroad Depot, located
on U.S. Highway 59 downtown, is listed on
the National Register of Historic Places. From
completion of construction in 1914 until 1967,
when passenger train service was terminated,
the Depot was a hub of community activity

almost 24 hours a day. At the height of its use,

the Depot saw 13 passenger trains arrive and

depart each day. Following a successful “Save

the Depot” fundraising campaign in 1994-95, the City decided

to renovate and remodel the building for use as City Hall. The

completed project retained most of the building’s significant

interior features, including the terrazzo floor and wood trim and

doors in the main passenger terminal area. Steam Locomotive

No. 1024, a Soo Class L-4, 2-8-2 MIKADO, is on permanent

display outside the Depot.

There are several photos with amazing stories inside the Depot.

The Depot is open during City hours, which are 8 am.-4:30 p.m.

Monday-Friday.

The MVPA-HA Convoy Command has announced its next
transcontinental convoy will take place in October 2024. We
will retrace the historic 1918 Jefferson Highway route from
the Minnesota border to New Orleans, Louisiana, in 30 days,
driving over 2,500 miles.

This is the eighth MVPA-HA Convoy promoted by the MVPA-
HA, and the first to travel on a north-south axis through the
center of the country. The convoy will celebrate the 15th year
of the program created at the Little Rock MVPA Convention
in 2006.

The Convoy has been designed to encompass American
history along the route with multiple stops at historic sites
such as: the headwaters of the Mississippi River, parts of the
Red River Trail (voyageurs’ oxcart trail) from Winnipeg to

St. Paul, the Pony Express Museum, Old Fort Leavenworth,
National WWI Museum and Memorial in Kansas City, the old
Army Road along the frontier to Fort Scott and southward
to the old Spanish Road, the Louisiana “Patton” maneuvers
area, Fort Polk, and ending with the National WWII Museum
in New Orleans. Less well-known stops will include original
Jefferson Highway historical locations, the Border War
between Kansas and Missouri, the John Brown Museum and
cabin, and sites of Civil War battles and skirmishes.

Starting October 1, 2024, the Convoy departs East Grand
Forks, Minnesota for Thief River Falls, Minnesota with over
30 vehicles. There will be a community fundraiser supper at
the American Legion and a two-hour static vehicle display
at the large arena parking lot to its north for the community
and visitors to enjoy at that time.
